HEATING

1 Air distribution control.

Face level from the vents
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To the footwells.
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To screen and footwells. i —
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To screen for demisting and defrosting
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The desired air distribution can be obtained by plac-
ing the slider 1 in the appropriate position
Whichever position is selected, air flow is always
available through the face-level vents.

2 Isolation of passenger compartment

Fresh air enters heating and ventilation system

Air inside the vehicle is recycled

This position avoids the entry of unpleasant odours into the vehicle
Push the slider 2 completely to the right. It is recommended that the
control not be left in the recycling position for longer than necessary
The normal position will provide a continuous fresh air supply to the passenger
compartment and will avoid misting of the windows

3 Temperature control

4 Heater blower control slider.
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Air circulation

Optimum comfort depends on the even distribution of the air in the passenger
compartment, both at the front and at the rear

Air intake
Keep the air intake grille clear (dead leaves, snow)

In order to ensure that heating for the rear seating positions is effective, do
tnhot gbsttruct the passage of air under the front seats, or the air extractors in
e boo

Air vents

The air vents have thumb-wheels to control and direct the airflow (high-low,
left-right)




AIR CONDITIONING *

Air conditioning

The system will only operate with the
engine running

Press the switch on the dashboard
Warning lamp on indicates that the
system is switched on

For the air conditioning to be fully ef-
fective, the windows should be
closed

The system contains a non-polluting
CFC substitute

If after a prolonged stop in direct
sunlight the inside of the car is hot,
leave the windows open for a few
minutes to provide a rapid air
change, then close them

Air recycling

To obtain the most effective cooling
in the passenger compartment in
very hot conditions, select the recy-
cling position

Push the slider E completely to the
left and the booster fan slider A to
the mid-way position

It is recommended that the control
not be left in the recycling position
for longer than necessary The nor-
mal position will provide a continu-
ous fresh air supply to the passenger
compartment.

Pollen filter
The system is fitted with a pollen filter which will trap dust, pollen and even
certain bacteria.

This filter must be replaced periodically

To maintain effective operation of the compressor seals, operate the
air conditioning at least once a month.

AUTOMATIC TEMPERATURE
CONTROL *

This system operates in conjunction with the air conditioning to automatically
regulate the temperature and air flow in the passenger compartment accord-
ing to the temperature selected

Temperature

The slider B is used to select the desired temperature The position 22 should
provide the most comfortable conditions in most cases, but can be varied to
suit your own preference

There is no point in initially selecting a very high or very low temperature to

obtain a quicker result, the system will control the operation automatically.

Note

1 - The system will not always be able to maintain the extreme temperature
settings: blue (maximum cold) and red (maximum hot)

2 - The temperature in the passenger compartment can not be lower than the
ambient temperature unless the air conditioning is operating.

Air flow

The AUTO position automatically controls the air flow into the passenger com-
partment. The automatic operation can be over-ridden by manually selecting
one of five positions on the slider from left to right.

Note

In the first position to the right of AUTO, the air flow is shut off and the air
conditioning stopped

Distribution of demisting air

When the slider D is in the screen demist position, an automatic
programme determines the optimum air flow as a function of the am-
bient temperature

To direct air towards the screen, put the slider D a little to the left of the demist
symbol For advice on air distribution see the table on page 50.
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The temperature can be varied with the slider B , colder to the left, hotter to
the right
